Entry Requirements: Minimum age 18 years
Candidates must hold a Trampoline Level 3 (Club Coach) qualification

Membership: Candidates must hold membership of British Gymnastics at the
appropriate level.

Practical Sessions: Candidates are required to dress appropriately (suitable sports clothing)
for the practical sessions.

time will be agreed during the course. It is recommended that
candidates bring a minimum of three trampolinists to the assessment.

Aim of the Course

This course is designed to qualify an individual to be able to independently deliver trampolining
sessions in the discipline specified by their qualification. A Level 4 qualified coach is allowed to run
their own club at advanced or competitive level (skill level within the content of the level 4
gualification).

Course Content

Pre-Course home study: Recommended pre-course revision of Level 3 syllabus

Course attendance: A minimum of 35 hours of tutored learning to include
Practical Coaching — 22 hours; Common Core Theory —
8 hours; Sports Specific Theory — 5 hours

Post course guided learning: During this period, the candidate will work with a mentor
coach to further develop their learning and experience

Mentored logbook: 30 hours

Assessment criteria: The assessment will comprise; appraisal of the

completed logbook; observed practical assessment of
the selected tasks (120 minutes): common core theory
paper (60 minutes), sport specific theory paper (60
minutes) and oral questioning.



Teaching Arrangements

Course : Due to the large number of practical skills contained
within the syllabus, and the limited time available, the
course is designed to instruct the candidates in the
correct way of supporting or spotting the trampoline
element; however perfection of these techniques must be
undertaken between the candidate and their mentor
coach, whose role is to help the candidate translate the
knowledge gained on the course into the practical
situation.

Progressions

After gaining this qualification, coaches may apply to move on to take the British Gymnastics
Trampoline Level 5.

Coaches wishing to follow any of the other disciplines must first consult the Transfer Matrix between
Gymnastics Coaching Qualifications/Disciplines. This information is in the Logbook or displayed on
the British Gymnastics website.
