Afternoon sessions : (12:20pm – 2:45pm ) Transport will be provided to and from the venue where requested on the attached form. 

4. Children, and adults accompanying should wear safe, appropriate clothing for participation in the activities.

5. Please bring a drink, this is an active session so children should have a drinks bottle with them at all times.

6. Coats can be left at one place, but please do not bring valuables.

7. This is a high profile event with the local press attending.

8. Risk assessments will be forwarded to schools from Alison Adams (Sports Development).

9. Please ENJOY the day.
